There are over 1,600 timeshare resorts in the U.S., attracting over 4.1 million households to timeshare ownership.

Of the $10 billion spent by timeshare vacationers, well over 90% occurred outside of the resort among local area businesses. Visitor spending during timeshare vacations supported approximately 99,700 jobs and $3.0 billion in salaries, wages, and related income at businesses in resort destinations, such as restaurants, retail outlets, and visitor attractions. For resort operations, alone, 91,300 professionals were employed and paid over $2.4 billion in salaries, wages, and related income.
